It is reported that the CNG-powered passenger vehicle (PV) sales have increased 
310% from 1.02 lakh units 2019 to 4.21 lakh units in 2022. Currently, four major 
OEMs offer a total of 24 CNG Models. With beƩer availability of supplies, new 
CNG model launches, strengthening of CNG infrastructure and the reducƟon in 
CNG prices, the CNG penetraƟon is expected to grow from about 11% in 2023 to 
18% in 2027. GGL has taken up drive to cater the CNG fuelling need of the 
growing CNG PV market by establishing new CNG StaƟons. It has introduced 
FDODO scheme in order to cover the high potenƟal locaƟons in private 
partnership. Company plans to operaƟonalise 200+ CNG StaƟons across its 
authorised areas in the next two years and is expecƟng 15% to 20% growth in 
the present CNG volume on year-on-year basis.   

 

FDODO (Full Dealer-Owned Dealer-Operated) scheme, introduced by GGL, 
allows dealers to invest in and operate Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) StaƟons. 
This innovaƟve approach empowers local entrepreneurs and fosters economic 
growth while simultaneously expanding GGL's City Gas DistribuƟon (CGD) 
network.
